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Bundle for preventing cross transmission
when an individual has known or suspected CDI

Statement: Clostridium difficile is the most common cause of intestinal infections associated with antimicrobial treatments which have been given to treat
other infection and is recognised as an important cause of healthcare associated infection.

Objective: To optimise care of patients with CDI.

To be able to demonstrate quality care of patients with CDI in our ward.
It should be decided locally how to implement this checklist. Consideration should be given to SPSP PDSA testing in addition to when it is completed, how
often it is completed, who completes it and how the data are collected and outcomes fed back. (Pt=patient)
