*if a sterile gauze dressing is used because of bleeding/oozing, this must be changed every 24 hours or sooner if soiled. Gauze dressings
must be replaced with sterile, transparent semi-permeable dressing as soon as possible.
**if chlorhexidine is contraindicated, an antiseptic used should be based on individual patient assessment. The compatibility of connectors/
parts with disinfection agents should be checked via manufacturer’s instructions.
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
